The project involved numerous angles, slopes, shapes and levels which required extreme vigilance to marry up with the existing surrounding structures. The construction was entirely precast concrete, and with columns and beams pinned or dowelled together with very little tolerance it required precise scrutiny on and off site. Even capturing the exceptional views of Bendigo landmarks was a complex task with fitting circular porthole windows into curved corrugated walling and special flashing required to ensure water tightness. 

Regional Residential Builder of the Year – Luke Drummond Builders
Residential project, Junortoun:
This design of this superb U-shaped residence is both functional and beautiful. Perfectly suited for family life it is also an elegant setting for entertaining. The home is wrapped around a stunning lap pool that makes a striking first impression from the front door. Quality building materials such as commercial framed windows were essential for efficiency and to achieve the right look. Emphasis was placed on selecting finishes that were economic, durable and timeless. The very modern interior is enhanced by a neutral colour scheme highlighted with bold feature walls. A consistency in floor coverings, fixtures and fittings unites the interior spaces and creates a refined and relaxed appearance.
