“This campaign is a call to action. We are asking Victorians to contact their local politicians and ask them what they are doing to address the housing affordability crisis.

“We need Victoria’s political parties to develop comprehensive strategies to ensure families are able to secure their part of the Great Australian Dream.
“The community wants action on Victoria’s deteriorating housing choices – Is anybody listening?”
